DIRECTIONS TO THE TRIAL SITE 
 

From the North:  Take I-27 South, take the left ramp for Marsha Sharp Fwy.  Exit onto Loop 289 south.  
Exit onto Spur 327 then left onto 68th st.  Turn right onto Elmwood Ave. Turn left. 

From the South:  Take I-27 (US-87) North, turn left onto Loop 289 west.  Take the exit for Spur 327.  
Turn left onto Frankford. Turn left onto 68th. Turn right onto Elmwood Ave. Turn left. 

From the East: Take Hwy 62/82, which turns into Marsha Sharp Fwy.  Exit onto Loop 289 south.  Exit 
onto Spur 327 then left onto 68th st.  Turn right onto Elmwood Ave. Turn left. 

From the West:  Take TX 114 East to Loop 289 W.  Exit Spur 327. Turn left onto Frankford. Turn left 
onto 68th.

• ALL DOGS RUN AT OWNER’S SOLE RISK.  The event hosting club and facility, its agents, 

members, representatives, volunteers, etc., assume no responsibility for any loss, damage, or 
injury sustained by exhibitors, handlers or to any of their dogs or property and further assumes 
no responsibility for injury to children or spectators. 

• Dogs must be on lead or crated unless they are running. 
• An electronic battery operated timing system will be used. 
• An electric, continuous loop lure machine will be used with plastic bag lures. 
• The surface is a flat, lightly grassed, large school yard. 
• The course is fenced with blue mesh fencing and t-posts with caps.  It is not meant to stop an 

aggressive dog. 
• Every dog must be inspected before each run.  Bitches in-season, lame, unfit and aggressive 

dogs will be excused with their entry refunded. 
• There are no refunds for absent dogs. 
• Dogs may run without a collar or wear any collar except:  a choker collar, a prong collar, a head 

halter or an electronic training collar.  Any collar tags must be secured for the safety of the dog. 
• The trial will use concurrent tests with block scheduling.  There will be 20-25 dogs for each one-

hour time block.  Each of the 20-25 dogs will run their first run and as soon as the entire block is 
finished, the same 20-25 dogs will run their second run.  At that point that block of dogs is 
through for the day. 

• Dogs should be warmed up and cooled down after running. 
• Everyone and their dogs should remain at least 20’ from the course after their run to avoid 

distracting the next dog running the course. 
• A penalty of up to $10.00 will be assessed for any dog causing an excessive delay if it cannot be 

recalled / retrieved from the field. 
• Bring your own shade, pop-ups are allowed. 
• HPKC will not be responsible for any lost or damaged items left at the site. 
• No alcohol allowed on the grounds. 
• All exhibitors should have read and understand the regulations for Fast Cat.  The latest edition 

is available online at https://images.akc.org/pdf/rulebooks/AKC1812-REFCAT.pdf 
• No entry fees will be refunded if the event cannot be started or completed for reason of riots, 

civil disturbances, fire, extreme and/or dangerous weather conditions, an act of God, public 
emergency, act of a public enemy, strikes or any other cause beyond the control of the club.
